co-author of Texas: Crossroads of North America (2004), a college-level survey of the state’s history. He has published in Americas: A Quarterly of Inter-American Cultural History, Historia Mexicana, Journal of the Early Republic, and Southwestern Historical Quarterly among other journals. In addition to his research activities he has served as a consultant on development of the Texas State History Museum and serves as book review editor of the Southwestern Historical Quarterly and managing editor of Catholic Southwest: A Journal of History and Culture.

The Headquarters’ Archive of the Old Spanish Trail (OST) Association
Lecture:
Promotion of a Transcontinental Highway (1913-1933): Chronology & Context
Michael Ingraham, Ph.D., gives the first of several lectures on the Old Spanish Trail (OST) Association Headquarters Archive, housed in special collections at the Louis J. Blume Library, St. Mary's University.  His first presentation is a chronological and contextual analysis of the archive.  The archive of over 1450 individual items is described in full—elementally and statistically--and its contents are shown in relation to the astounding growth of U.S. highways and automobiles in the twenty-year period 1913-1933.   The archive was organized for storage by archivist Brother Robert Wood.  

Ingraham inventoried and studied all items, including letters, maps, brochures, booklets, travelogs, bulletins, conference papers, financial documents and accounts, meeting minutes, news clippings, manuscripts, yearbooks, and others.   Documents cover the tenure of the organization from its first headquarters in Mobile, Alabama to its decade-long stay at the Gunter Hotel, in San Antonio, Texas.  Documents reference both internal (organizational and fraudulent) and external (promotional, socio-cultural) relations that reflect the successes and failures of this promotional effort to orchestrate, administrate, and build one of the first transcontinental highways in U.S. history.  

Started locally, administered by association, and then countered by state and federal standards and bureaucracy, the OST Association held its own before dissolving in the depression.  Without question, the thinking and planning set forth by the OST Association anticipated our current highway system while showing that the build-out of infrastructure has always lagged behind the demand for it.
